Topics for Discussion
1. A Sustainable Source

Rotary International places much importance on the establishment of new Rotary Clubs especially with young members from the Rotary Alumni.  RI is also concerned about Rotary’s ageing membership.  One compromise solution between recruiting established and distinguished members of the society who are likely to be aged is to tap into our Rotary resources in our new generation: young members with former affiliation to Rotary.  How can this be sustainable?  Rotary Club of Lan Kwai Fong and Rotary Club of Central gave a boost on this front.  The future of Rotary is very much in our hands.
2. The Next Step Up — what is insurmountable?

Rotary Clubs maintain amiable relationship with their New Generations.  Very often, Rotarians, Rotaractors, Interactors and DAAS lend support to each other and share services projects.  However, when Rotaractors come of age, they seldom become recruited to the mother club.  Would low-budget Saturday or Sunday Rotary Clubs be the right answer for them?  Similarly, few Interactors proceed to joining the Rotaract clubs.  Is there an insurmountable gap in between?  What has caused the reluctance?  Do not let the future of Rotary slip from our hands.
3. Career Planning Strategy
Do you agree that soft skill development for our New Generation is as important as professional development which has always been a focused service for members of our Rotaract Clubs?  Do you believe that persons with proficient soft skill will make better leaders in life and at work?
